The annual stipend will be at least NZ$25,000 (tax-free) for a period of three years, and student fees will be paid in addition. All research will involve collaborations with other research groups both in New Zealand and abroad, and there will also be opportunities for travelling to international conferences.

The position is based in the Institute of Fundamental Sciences at the Palmerston North campus of Massey University. Palmerston North is a small, student-centred city, two hours’ north of the capital city, Wellington. The Institute has world-class facilities for chemistry research and provides a dynamic and stimulating environment.
